Romagna.Part of therownestothele belonging, obeyed the church, & part of them
wereviurped bytirants,or their minifters: as Farrara, Modena,& Reggiobythehoufe
of Este, Faenzaby Manfreds 5 Imolaby the 4lidofi 5 Furliby the Ordelaffi: Rimino and
Pefaroby the Malatesiti;and Camerinobythehoule of arans. The Prouinces 6f Zoms-
bardy, were partly gouerned by PhilippoDuke of Milaz , and partly bythe penetians,
Ferallthofethathad therinany particuler ftates, were extitped (except the houfeof -
Gonzaga)whichgouerned ftil at Mantous. In 7 ofcana,the greateft princesthar gouer-
ned,werethe Florentines: onely Luccaand Siena, lined with their lawes. Zuccavodet
Guinici, Szena asabfolutely free. T he Genonefi, flometimes inlibertie,and fometime in

feruituderothehoafe of Frame, orvifeonti, were without reputation, and among

the medner Porentates accounted. Forallthe principall Lords and Potentates, were
at thattime of their owne fubiectes vueerly ditarmed. - The Dike Phlippoliving at
h‘?ﬁ_l ¢,and not {uffering himfelfeto befeene, his warres werealtogither direéted by,
minifters.

And (followingthe cuftome of
other Jt.dians) by the direction of frrangers gouerned their warres, The Popebe«
ing aman of religion, and the Queene Guminnzawomar, did laie by their Armes:
doing that fornecefsitiewhich others had done by ele&ion, The Florentines alfo,to
likenecefsitie yeelded : for their fundry ciuil divifions among themfelues;had clear-
lyextirped theNobilitie, and leftthe Common wealeto be gouerned by thofe thar

‘had benebrought vpinmarchandife, and were therby enforced toabidethe fortune

Thereafonthereofis, thatthere hathnot bene,
norisnotin Princes;aniedefire of true glorie, norin Common-weales anie ordi-=
nancethat meriteth commendation.  Inthe oldtime wefee, that through vertue
of thefe Collonses, Citties were often mad enew,and fome others (alreadiebegun)
encrealed : of which number wasthe Cittie of Florence, b egumneby the people of
Fiefole,and inlarged by Collonies. A thing mofttrueitis (as Dante and Jobn v illans
haue written) that the Cittie of Fiefole being fet onthe top of amountaine, to occa-
fiontheir marketsto beethe more frequented, and gine commoditieto thofe that
withtheir merchandize would refort thither, did giue order thatthey (hould not
climevpthehill, but ftay inthe plaine, berwixtthe foote ofthe mountaine, & the
riuer 4rno. Thefemarkets (as1 iudge’) wereoccafion of the firft buildin ginthat
place. Themerchants alfo being defirous to haue forehoufes commodious for the
receiuing of wares, made buildingsthere, which intime became houfes of habi-
tation.  Afterwards, whenthe Romazes (h auing vanquithed the Carthagineft) had
made /¢aly from forreine warres fecure,in great numbers there they multiplied; for
men doo neuer feekethe defence of them%élues,if by necefsitiethey are not incou-
raged : and, as feare of warre doth conftrainethem willingly toinhabit barren pla-
cesand firong, fo that feare remooued, (allured with com moditie) more willing-
lythey couetto dwell in Countryes pleafant and profitable.
